Minutes of the May 9, 2023 meeting were reviewed. Bryon made the motion, seconded by Tom to approve the minutes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Hurdsfield Project
· Thomas Demke reported that the pumps were turned off on June 1, 2023 
· The board was emailed the 3 tests taken by Minnesota Valley Testing Lab for review.
· Thomas reported that one of the monitoring stations was not working properly.  Thomas stated that it could be the cable or the probe.  Bryon made the motion, seconded by Devin to have Thomas purchase a new cable and if that is not this issue to send the probe to the manufacturer to be fixed.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Harvey Dam
· Larry reported that the Soil Conservation District may have funding for dredging.  A meeting with stakeholders will be held next month.  Kale mentioned that it would be a good idea to invite our local legislators to this meeting also. 
· No further action will be taken by the district due to no funding to continue with this project.

Highway 52 Drain #1 Crossing
· Thomas has sent the hydrology report to the NDDOT.  
· Coleman Construction has sent drawing to Thomas and they will begin the project in late August or early September

Mike Schaefer ROW Permit
· The board reviewed the Mike Schaefer ROW Permit application to clean the drain along the field edge in the ROS in 10-148-68.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Devin to table this indefinitely until he need the permit for the WRD. 

Dumping Rocks in Legal Drains
· Larry reported on a landowner who has dumped rocked into Oak Creek Drain.  It’s unknown if this was to stop erosion in the drain.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Bryon to table this until the board investigates this further.  All voting aye, motion carried.




Culvert- 13-148-69
· Larry reported that the culvert in 13-148-69 is undersized.  Currently there is a 21” culvert on the quarter line that is restricting water flow.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Bryon to send the landowner a certified letter, (pending a WRD easement) for the landowner to purchase a 24” culvert and have it on site by July 15th.  The WRD will fund the installation of the culvert.  If this is not completed by July 15th, the WRD will remove the 21” culvert and not replace the culvert.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Resolution
· The board discussed implementing a resolution where the chairman and a board member from the respective drain area can make decisions on a drain issue up to a certain dollar amount and not have to call a special meeting for emergency issues.  Kale will have a draft for the board to review at the next meeting.
SB2372
· Kale reviewed SB2372 that wants WRD’s to join watershed joint district boards.  There are three watershed districts that the WCWRD falls into: Red River, James River and Sheyenne River.  Kale will continue to research these boards as to the perimeters of what is required to join each board.

· Tammy requested a change in the September and October dates due to a conflict.  The September 11th meeting will be held on September 19th.  The October 10th meeting will be held on October 17th.
