Minutes of the September 13, 2021 meeting were reviewed. Devin made the motion, seconded by Chad to approve the minutes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Hurdsfield Project
· The board reviewed the Burlington Electric Quote to bury the conduit. Chad made the motion, seconded by Bryon to approve the proposal and have Tom sign the proposal to bury the conduit.  All voting aye, motion carried.  Thomas will contact Burlington Electric.
· Discussion was held on winterizing the pumps. The board will coordinate winterizing the pumps with Burlington Electric. 
· Discussion was held regarding completing the channel.  Bryon made the motion, seconded by Larry to hire Brian Scimelfenig to complete the channel.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Harvey Dam
· Discussion was held regarding the culvert inspection to be done by Karen Goeff.  The SWC would like to inspect the culvert at the end of October.  Discussion was held regarding our Gateman or SWC construction crew to help them shut off the low level draw down.  Bryon made the motion, seconded by Chad to have the SWC construction crew to work with Karen to shut off the low level draw down.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Highway 52 Bridge Cattail Clean-out
· Thomas spoke with Vince Sabbe from the NDDOT. The DOT would like the ROW and under the railroad bridge cleaned out.  The board stated that until it’s surveyed it’s unknown if it needs to be cleaned out.  Due to more information needed, Devin made the motion, seconded by Bryon to table this until more information is obtained  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Railroad Ditch
· Devin was asked if the railroad ditch W of Bowdon had been fixed from the flooding in 2019.  Devin will check and report back to the board at the next meeting. 

Rosefield Dam
· Monte Schaefer met with the board and gave an update on the Rosefield Dam.  He is applying for a permit to obtain the dam. Since this is at the bottom of the Oak Creek Drain, he was providing the board information on his permit.  Monte would like the WCWRD to waive the 45 day comment period.  The board did not feel they had enough information and did not know enough history on this project to waive their 45 day comment period.  The board will wait for the permit and make any necessary comments.

WC#14-Drain #1
· This needs to be cleaned out from the culvert and going north for ¼ of a mile.  The WRD does not have an easement to do the clean out.  The easement is held by the Fish & Wildlife.  Kale and Thomas will work on obtaining permission for the WRD to do this clean out.
