Minutes of the June 14, 2022 meeting were reviewed. Devin made the motion, seconded by Tom to approve the minutes with the recommended changes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Hurdsfield Project
· John Roller contacted Thomas for information.  
· Thomas reported that the pumps are currently off after running for a month. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The board reviewed the test results from June 23, 2022
· Minnesota Valley Testing Lab has been running tests now that the pumps are running.  The sulfate level is higher upstream than what is coming out of  Hurdsfield, so the water out of Hurdsfield is diluting the sulfates in the water going into the James River.

Harvey Dam
· Apex Engineering is conducting the Hydrology Study to determine if the dam can hold the water.
Highway 52 Bridge Clean Out
· This issue is between the NDDOT and the Railroad. 

Highway 52 Drain #1
· Thomas reported that the Department of Water Resources is now requiring a Surface Drain Permit.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Devin to have Apex Engineering fill out the permit.  Once completed Larry will sign the permit.   All voting aye, motion carried.   
Drainage Complaint
· Greg Axt filed a complaint with the WRD for the NW 4 of 22-150-73.  Greg states that the N ditch on Highway 52 is higher than the S ditch in front of his property.  There is a null to the east and west of his property that channels water onto his property.
· The board reviewed the information from Apex Engineering.  This information will be sent to Greg.  This issue is not in the WRD jurisdiction.  
· The board reviewed the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Order.  Devin made the motion, seconded by Tom to dismiss Greg Axt’s complaint.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Pro Ag Solutions
· Larry spoke with Pro Ag and they have been hired to spray the drains.  Apex Engineering has sent them the shape files.  



Railroad Bridge
· The abandoned railroad bridge by Bowdon is washing out again after the spring runoff. Landowners in the area need to contact the railroad.  This is not in the WRD jurisdiction so it will be taken off the agenda.

Fessenden Drain
· The WRD, the City of Fessenden and Schimelfenig Construction will coordinate on replacing the culverts and cleaning out the drain. 

Budget
· The board reviewed the 2023 preliminary budget.  The board will ask for an additional $100,000 for the Harvey Dam Project. Tom made the motion, seconded by Devin to approve the preliminary budget.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

The board reviewed the bill from Apex Engineering. Tom made the motion, seconded by Bryon to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.

The board reviewed the bill from Rinke-Noonan. Bryon made the motion, seconded by Chad to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.
