Discussion with the commissioners regarding the Southard (Road Foreman) vs Bauerle Complaint.  The water board has agreed to not ask for fees for the frivolous complaint filed by the road foreman.  The commissioners feel there is no need to sign the conditional agreement regarding complaints filed by the road foreman.  The boards came to an agreement that open communication between the boards will help to avoid these issues in the future.
