The Middle Sheyenne 319 Watershed Project was discussed.   

Hurdsfield Project Update
Kale gave an update on the US Fish & Wildlife request of a 20’ permanent access easement on the SE ¼ of 16-146-72 allowing public access to and from the section line.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Kale feels the FWS is leveraging this project for the unrelated purpose of getting their own access and public access to its habitat site and to gain access to the railroad be without traveling on its own property.  Kale recommended that the board visit with Arliss Koehler and John Roller asking if they would be willing to grant an easement to the FWS.  Kale will follow up with a letter asking they fill out if they are in favor or not in favor of granting the easement.  If they are not in favor of granting the easement to FWS, the board feels that the FWS is interfering in this project and will request our Senator and Representative delegation look into this.

The board reviewed the one page culvert policy that was requested by the Wells County Commissioners.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Tom to approve the policy.  All voting aye, motion carried.  The policy will now be sent to the commissioners for their approval.

Discussion was held regarding riprap around the Cathay Dam.  Larry will look at this to see what it needs.

Discussion was held regarding the Harvey Dam.  There is a culvert on the dam that is rusting out.  Apex Engineering is recommending a culvert liner.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to have Apex Engineering continue to research this along with SWC cost share.  Discussion was also held on the trees around the dam.  Bryon will contact Friedt Landscapers in Harvey to see if they would be interested in removing the trees.  Larry will contact Elite Spraying to see if they would spray the stumps.  

Discussion was held regarding drain clean-out and spraying cattails. 
· Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to clean out the bottom end of Oak Creek Lateral E for 1.5 miles in the SE4 of 21-148-68 and the S2 of 24-148-68.  All voting aye, motion carried.
· Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to spray in the SW and SE 4 of 149-71.  All voting aye, motion carried.

The board reviewed the 2020 budget.  Bryon made the motion, seconded by Tom to approve the 2020 budget.  All voting aye, motion carried.

The board reviewed a letter from the Sykeston Park requesting $3000 for the park.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Tom to approve $3000 for the Sykeston Park.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Reviewed the bill from Rinke-Noonan.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Reviewed the bill from Apex Engineering.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.
