  The Wells County Water Resource District Board meeting began at 7:02 am.  

Minutes of the September 10, 2019 meeting were reviewed. Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to approve the minutes.  All voting aye, motion carried.

The Middle Sheyenne 319 Watershed Project was reviewed.
Hurdsfield Project: 
· Corps permit has been received!
· There will be a construction meeting on Friday, October 11th with Apex Engineering and BEK Consulting in Fessenden to go over the Hurdsfield Project.
· Mic Thompson requested that the funds he put towards the Hurdsfield Project be returned to him.  He does not own any land in the assessment district (land is owned by his dad).  Philip made the motion, seconded by Devin to return the funds.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Arlys Keson and Mark Halvorson met with the board regarding a dike that was built in 1949 across the ravine in the S1/2 of the SE1/4 of 2-148-72.  Arliys stated to the board that someone has made a cut west of the dike to cause water to flow freely from the south, flooding her land and farmstead.  The board will look at this area once the water has gone down and the crop is off.

Larry Fandrich met with the board regarding flooding in his area.  The channel that the county created to straighten the James River is full of cattails.  This is the counties responsibility to keep that channel clean.  Larry will contact the commissioners regarding spraying that channel when the water board hires the drains sprayed that it can all be done at once.   Larry also stated there is a round bale plugging up a 6ft culvert on 25th St –between Sec 24/25 149-72.  Larry will contact the Road Foreman to see if the county can remove the bale.

Dave Frison met with the board regarding a pilot project the Upper Sheyenne Board is doing.  They are identifying roads where riprap could help keep the integrity of the road.  The next Upper Sheyenne board meeting is October 16 at 9:00 in Carrington.  Larry may attend to see if it would be beneficial for Wells County to join again.

Discussion was held regarding the Sykeston Dam and flooding in this area after a 7 to 9 inch rain event on September 20/21 that caused significant damages to township roads.  Jennifer reviewed a history of the dam and possible short term solutions.  This is a township issue but the board can recommend that building up 5th St one foot and placing riprap along 7th St may help prevent addition roads from washing out.  
The board reviewed a complaint from the Foster Co WRD and the Eddy Co WRD and Arlan Bachmeier regarding the Sykeston Dam.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Devin to table the complaint.  All voting aye, motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the complaint from Paul Skadburg against the WCWRD and gateman for the operation of the gates on the Oak Creek and Emrick Drains.  Kale disclosed his relationship with both boards.  Kale represents the WCWRD and the FCWRD, which Paul Skadburg is a member.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Bryon to table this complaint.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

Larry discussed the need for an assistant gateman.  Larry spoke with Brad Wolbert and he would accept the position.  Philip made the motion, seconded by Tom to hire Brad as the assistant gateman.  All voting aye, motion carried.  
Reviewed the bill from Apex Engineering.  Bryon made the motion, seconded by Philip to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Reviewed the bill from Cabin Creations.  Bryon made the motion, seconded by Philip to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Reviewed the bill from Rinke-Noonan.  Tom made the motion, seconded by Philip to pay this bill.  All voting aye, motion carried.
