Hurdsfield Project

55th Ave Crossing in the Oak Creek Drain
· The WRD vs Fairville Township Supreme Court hearing will be held on November 20, 2025 at 9:00 AM.

Pete Lies-New Rockford Cannel/Garrison Diversion 
· Pete Lies met with the board regarding the New Rockford Cannel/Garrison Diversion property that runs through 3 quarters of his land in Eddy County.  He is concerned regarding the land being given back to the county or the WRD instead of the landowners.
· Larry explained that no decisions have been made by the county or the WRD and Garrison Diversion is not making any decision anytime soon.

49th Ave/Highway 15 (Bollingberg/Muscha) Culvert
· Larry reviewed with the board a culvert is the SE4 of 7-148-69.  
· Water is backing up to the north and to the west due to the culvert into the approach is 10 inches higher on one end. This culvert is an intercept culvert to the Oak Creek Drain. 
· This culvert is in the highway ROW and for the DOT to lower the culvert they will need a plan from the WRD. 
· Elevations and photos will be sent to Apex Engineering to send a plan to the DOT.
