Hurdsfield Project
· Bryon reported that he turned the pumps on June 22, 2025 and turned them off on July 7, 2025.
· The WRD is going to seek an emergency permit to pump all summer due to the recent heavy rains and water coming in from other sloughs.

55th Ave Crossing in the Oak Creek Drain
· The appeal will be filed with the ND Supreme Court next week. 

Harvey Dam Inspections Update
· The Board reviewed a quote from Kevin Friedt to remove and haul away trees.  
· Bryon made the motion, seconded by Devin to accept the quote.  All voting aye, motion carried. 

2025 Culvert Inspections
· The board needs to update the 3-year plan for culvert replacement in the legal drains.
· Larry will go through the list and update the list. 

Sauter v Weckerly/Mertz Complaint
· Allan Sauter (via phone) Jeff Mertz and Chad Weckerly met with the board to discuss solutions for the flooding in this area.
· Jeff Mertz stated that a dam and overflow culvert, that was controlled by the Fish & Wildlife was removed causing more water to flow into this area.  
· A possible solution would be to clean out the ditch and spray the cattails.
· After much discussion, Allan Sauter agreed to withdraw his complaint allowing the WRD to allow for more investigation.
· The WRD requested Apex Engineering to do an analysis of how large the watershed in this area is. 
Schafer v Lies Noncomplying Drainage Complaint
· The WRD received a complaint from Jeff Schafer regarding tile pump erosion between sections 8/17 148-78.
