Obstruction to the Oak Creek Drain-Apex Engineering
· Jennifer Malloy presented on the Apex Engineering investigation into the Oak Creek Drain Obstruction.  (See Apex Engineering Technical Memorandum that is on file with the WRD).

Obstruction to the Oak Creek Drain-Rinke-Noonan
· Kale Van Bruggen presented the Draft Findings and Order.  (See Rinke-Noonan Draft Findings and Order that is on file with the WRD)  Devin made the motion, seconded by Bryon to approve the Draft Finding and Order.  Chair Skiftun called for any discussion. Collin Poolman, attorney for Fairville Township, stated that the Township objects to the conclusions of law and has not conceded any jurisdiction over the culvert crossings to the Wells County Water Resource District.
